CITY STRIDER 2017 BY FRED FEINSTEIN 
 
 On September 24th, the Striders embarked on the Annual City 
Stride bus � trip.  This year’s trip was to Governors Island the 172-acre 
island in New York Harbor located between the southern tip of Manhat-
tan Island and Brooklyn.  The National Park Service administers a small 
portion of the north of the island as the Governors Island National Mon-
ument, while the Trust for Governors Island operates the remaining 150 
acres, including 52 historic buildings. Today, Governors Island is a 
popular seasonal destination open to the public between May and Sep-
tember with a 43-acre public park completed between 2012-2016, free 
arts and cultural events, and recreational activities. The island is ac-
cessed by ferries from Brooklyn and Manhattan. 
 
 The native peoples referred to the island as Paggank ("nut is-
land"), likely after the island's plentiful hickory, oak, and chestnut trees, 
while the Dutch called it Noten Eylant, a translation, and this was borrowed into English as Nutten Island. The is-
land's current name, made official in 1784, stems from the British colonial era, when the colonial assembly reserved 
the island for the exclusive use of New York's royal governors.  During the American Revolutionary War, Continen-
tal Army troops raised defensive works on the island, which they used to fire upon British ships before they were 
taken. From 1783 to 1966, the island was a United States Army post, and from 1966 to 1996 the island served as a 
major United States Coast Guard installation. 
 
 We had about 20 walkers and runners attend.  We left the Park House at 9:00am, and 40 minutes later we 
were enjoying the short ferry ride to Governors Island.  On the Island we went to the Information Booth and decided 
what we were going to do. They had a zip-line and bikes for rent.  There were some in our group, who took a guided 
tour of a historic prisoner of war jail from the Civil War.  They also 
checked out a fort from Revolutionary War days. There were also many 
different artists, who displayed their works of art. There were many places 
to eat, but most of us chose to enjoy the outside food court. 
 
 After lunch many of us just went for a walk and took in sights 

such as the Manhattan skyline and the Statue of 
Liberty.  By 2:30 pm we had to catch the ferry 
back for our 3:00pm bus ride back to Alley Pond 
Park. Although we hit traffic coming home, we 
made it back to the park by 4:00pm. 
 
 It was a hot day, almost 90-degrees, but I 
still think, all had a good time.
